- Use only waterproof equipment designed specifically for aquatic environments.

- Implement a regular cleaning schedule for equipment to maintain operational integrity and hygiene.

- Provide formal training for personnel on the proper handling and operation of all equipment used during
the sampling process.

- Keep spare equipment on standby to replace any faulty or malfunctioning items immediately without
delay.

- Apply lockout/tagout procedures when servicing or repairing any faulty equipment to prevent accidental
energisation.
